THE completion of the Mandir is
concrete proof that God very much
exists and controls the affairs of
this universe. Without his active
support, we could not have over-
come all the hurdles in completing
this beautiful community facility
and we would not be celebrating
the Maha Kumbhabhishekam
which will be held from June
11-14.

The history of this Mandir began
in August 1979, soon after our
move from Sydney to Canberra.
The first puja in a community hall
was held to celebrate New Years
Day on April 13, 1980 in Sterling
College. Monthly pujas continued
to be held regularly. From Sept-
ember 1980, we started celebrating
Navratre twice a year, as well as
major Hindu festivals.

By 1986, the Canberra Hindu
community started showing con-
siderable religious devotion. At
Dussehra Puja in 1986, the gather-
ing made a sacred sankalpa (resol-
ution) to build a Mandir.

An application for land was filed
with the ACT Government in 1987.
To comply with the prevailing laws
of the Mandir Society of Australia,
the constitution was adopted.
Having met all the requirements of
the ACT Government, the govern-
ment agreed to grant a lease of
land at Mawson. But we were still
not fully decided that we wanted to
go ahead.

M Blessings of Lord Venkateswar

In June 1991, I went to India as
my mother fell sick. This put me in
contact with Sri Sampath, the
personal assistant to the then
Prime Minister, and Sri I.S.N.
Sharma IPS Chief Security Officer

of Tirumala Tirupati Devasth-
anams. Mr Sampath insisted that
he had made all of the
arrangements and that I must go
for the Darshan of Lord Venkates-
war to Tirumala (Tirputi). I had not
planned this visit and hence was
reluctant. However, I went to
Tirupati and Sri Sharma told me to
go and have the Darshan of the
Lord, for as long as I wished —
usually devotees are pushed to
move after a few seconds.

I will never forget that Darshan
of the Lord. I stood before him for
some 20 minutes. I had to move
away only because my forehead
was burning. However before I
moved away I asked him, “Will you
grant us the boon of coming to live
in Canberra?”’ To my surprise I saw
the head of the Lord shaking
telling me “yes.” To me personally
that was a point of no return.

In October 1992, Swami Gahan-
ananda, Vice President and Swami
Damodrananda of Ramakrishna
Mission visited Canberra. It was
our privilege to offer our home to
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them. This gave me the oppor-
tunity of obtaining spiritual
strength from them. I told Swamiji

that I needed their help. Swamiji in
a divine manner told me to wait
until 10am the next day. At the
appointed time, I sat at Swamiji’s
feet and told Swamiji of the mys-
terious force that was pushing me
towards building a Mandir and
Vedant Hall, even though the
source of money was still
unknown. Both Swamijis
meditated and finally directed me
to go ahead and be guided by God,
and after usual delays, the ACT
Government finally signed the

missioner of Endowments Depart-
ment in the Andhra Pradesh Gov-
ernment, provided us a detailed
design for the Mandir. He also
consented to send Foundation
Stones. He told us that he person-
ally looked around for suitable
foundation stones in Tirumala
Hills until he found five stones
with a cobra around them. He
picked up these stones and put
them at the feet of Lord Venkate-
shwar at Tirumala. After the stones
had been blessed he air-freighted

Ganges and were duly blessed by
Swami Bhuteshanandaji Maharaj,
President of Rama Krishna Math at
Bhuvaneswar Calcutta and other
Swamijis. These holy stones were
brought to Canberra by Swami
Damodranandaji Maharaj of Ra-
makrishna Mission Fiji personally,
who laid the Foundation Stones of
the Mandir and Vedant Hall on
November 29, 1992.

Having laid the Foundation
Stones according to Hindu Agmas,
the more difficult task of clearing

ing design, plans and construction
were all carried out without a big
bank balance and without proper
plans. No wonder the approved
plans were amended seven times.

We had learnt that Jehovah’s

H Opening of Mandir Building

Nothing happened for some
nine months. The construction
work recommenced on August 15,
1994 and the Mandir Building was
opened on November 27, 1994 by
Mr Bill Wood, then ACT Minister
for Land, Environment Planning
and the Mandir started operating
as a Hindu Temple.

B The building of domes and
decorations

After completing the Mandir, we
needed to build concrete
decorations and domes, as earlier
planned. The selected Sthapati
Rajagopalan could not speak Eng-
lish. He decided to involve an
English speaking manager. The
workers arrived in Canberra on
January 22, 1996 and work
continued satisfactorily only so
long as the Sthapati was in Can-
berra. The construction phase of
the work became intolerable after
his departure from Canberra.
Hence the workers returned to
India on November 10, 1996.

We contacted another Sthapati
Sri Nagarajan, He came to Can-
berra in January 1997 and agreed
to complete the Mandir work
subject to a number of changes. A
new set of workers completed the
remaining works in time for the
opening of the Mandir by the then
Prime Minister John Howard.

B The official opening of the
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Mandir by the Prime Minister

After our first letter and follow-
ups, Prime Minister John Howard
agreed on August 22, 1996 to open
the Mandir at a mutually con-
venient date. On April 29, 1997 the
Prime Minister’s office informed
that he will be delighted to open
the Mandir on June 1, 1997 and no
other date is available for another
six months. The Maha Kumbh
Abhishekam by Rev. Samba-
moorthy Shivacharyar and the
Inauguration of the Mandir by the
Prime Minister of Australia, on
June 1, 1997 is decidedly the most
important date in the life of this
Mandir and the Hindu community
in Australia. The Mandir became
famous all over Australia and has
also been acknowledged as an
authoritative community resource.
M Statue of Mahatma Gandhi

In August 2000, the Mandir
Society installed the statue of
Mahatma Gandhi, the father of
Indian nation, in Glebe Park. The
statue was unveiled by then
Governor General Rev. Peter Hol-
lingsworth, on August 15, 2002.

M The last 12 years

Some major works for
completing the Mandir and its
beautification were undertaken in
the last 12 years, including the
internal ceiling of the Mandir,
carpeting and tiling with under-
tiles electric heating, concrete sur-
facing of the two car parks and the
addition of Priest’s living room,
kitchen and store, the Cultural Hall
and manager’s office and the Siva
Raja Gopuram and the extension
of the Vishnu Gopuram.

The long series of hurdles over-
come in the completion of the
Mandir show that it has been built
by our Gods, for our benefit.
